Communications Chair Report:  February 2011 Minutes were approved.

Jack Newton said that the new Class B shirts are ready to be printed at approximately $9.50 per shirt.  Shirts should be ready for the Spring Campout.


Jack received word from the Rectory that they need to have signature authority on our Bank account.  Eric S. will contact John Finnegan to get some background info on this.


The Berent’s have asked for their popcorn money for David’s sales.

Cubmaster Report:  Eric D. was very pleased with Mike Sprowl’s work for the Pinewood Derby.  The schedule flowed nicely, and the entertainment went well.  Four boys are going to District, which will be held April 9.  We will go ahead and register the four boys and pay the fee.  90 hot dogs were bought, but 60 would have been plenty since a few parents donated bagged snacks and plates of cookies.

Spring Campout – Tour Permit was paid through the Council.  The cost to camp at Birch is $50 (Wyandot).  We are not permitted to have cars at our site.  The Pack will charge $12 per person, family max of $48.  No partial payments will be accepted.  Drew can pull the trailer.  John Finnegan has offered to cook.
